 Owned by Moet Hennessy this Champagne is delicate, fresh and fruity, aromas of pear, hazelnut and almond 
 are complemented by notes of fresh butter and sweet pastries. 
 
2 MERCIER BRUT ROSE NV  (Champagne, France)             Bottle  44.00 
 Mercier Rose is created using a precise blend of exceptional grapes. It is the most popular  Champagne in 

France.  It is made  of 45% Chardonnay from the Cotes des Blancs and 55%, Pinot Noir from the Montagne de

3 VEUVE CLICQUOT YELLOW LABEL NV, (Epernay, Champagne, France)      Bottle 53.00 
 An archetypal Champagne from an historic house. Madame Clicquot’s wine displays a superb marriage of  
 freshness and power gorgeous  and deceptively pale colour with fine persistent bubbles - a poised, delicately
 bready nose - and on  the palate a richness of fruit and mouth filling mousse that lingers long. 
  
4 PROSECCO MONTAGNER BRUT, (Veneto, Italy)             Bottle 23.50 
 Lovely fresh grapey fruit with a soft rounded fruit flavour and gentle fizz.

5 BOAR’S KLOOF CHENIN BLANC      Glass 175/250ml 3.75/5.25   Bottle 15.70 
 (Riebeek,  South Africa)   

 Boar's Kloof Chenin Blanc is an easy drinking fruity wine with a dry crisp finish. 
  

6 CASA DEFRA PINOT GRIGIO, (Veneto, Italy)              Bottle  18.90 
 Delight in this fresh Pinot Grigio with its citrus yellow colour with green hues. You will be pleasantly surprised 
 by the full nose of fresh pineapple and hints of toast. 
 
7 CHATEAU LA BASTIDE VIOGNIER, (Languedoc, Rousillion)          Bottle 21.00 
 The Viognier grape is becoming more and more popular, and this wine is one of the best examples we came 
 across, and very well priced. It has a classic fragrant floral exotic fruit, peaches, nectarines and pineapple, with 
 delicious crispness to make a fine well balanced wine. “Try it, you’ll like it.”

8 CHANTE D'OR, VIN BLANC  SAUVIGNON BLANC Glass 175/250ml 3.75/5.25   Bottle 15.70 
 (Vin de Pays Charentais, France) 
 Intense with a well rounded herbaceous spice on the palate. Long and elegant on the finish. 
  
9  CHANTE D'OR, VIN BLANC (Médium/Sec)   Glass 175/250ml 3.75/5.25   Bottle 15.70 
 (Vin de Pays Charentais, France) 
 Toasty smoky notes dominate, but with a core of ripe melon and apple the wine is balanced with a fresh acidity. 
  
10 STONY RANGE SAUVIGNON BLANC (Marlborough, New Zealand)        Bottle 22.00 
 Tantalising aroma of gooseberry and passion fruit wake the senses, which continue onto the palate. This mouth 
 watering scrumptiously pungent wine is deliciously refreshing with a crisp clean flavour which lingers on the finish. 
  
11 POUILLY FUME “DOMAINE ANDRE DEZAT”, (Loire Valley, France)        Bottle 30.00 
 Tropical undertones of gooseberries. Well balanced and easy drinking. 
 
12 SANCERRE DOMAINE ANDRE DEZAT “DOMAINE DU PETIT ROY” (Loire, France)    Bottle 29.50 
 Ripe and pungent with complex fruit flavours of gooseberry and herbs.      
  
13 ANTARIO GAVI (Gavi DOCG, Piedmont, Italy)              Bottle 26.50 
 A subtle dry and elegant wine made from the Cortese grape - a delicate bouquet with a well balanced and fresh taste.

 Fresh, clean and fragrant with hints of lemon and peaches.

 It is fresh, clean, perfectly dry and crisp on the finish. The true buttered toast and meadow flower flavours of

 Full bodied, firm tannins, complimented by black berried fruits, dark plums. 
  
21 FLEURIE “DOMAINE ANDRE COLOGNE”, (Beaujolais, France)         Bottle 29.00 
 Ripe firm blackcurrant fruit, with soft harmonious tannins. 

  
 SMOOTH TRADITIONAL REDS 
22 LE CHANTE D OR  VIN ROUGE       Glass 175ml/250ml 3.75/5.25  Bottle 15.70 
 (Vino de Pays de L’Herault, France)  
 A whole range of spicy aromas on the nose lead to a full smooth palate of generous red fruit flavours. 
  
23 DON PLACERO, RIOJA  VINO TINTO (Bodegas Aldeanuveva, Rioja, Spain)     Bottle 21.90 
 Soft oaky wine with flavours of cedar, tobacco and vanilla. Smooth and elegant on the finish. 
  
24 BOURGOGNE PINOT NOIR “DOMAINE FICHET”, (Burgundy, France)        Bottle 27.90 
 Alluring spicy and smoky red fruit such as redcurrants and cherries with a lively and delicate finish. 
 
25 SAN ANTONIO, MONTEPULCIANNO D’ABRUZZO, (Abruzzo, Italy)        Bottle 22.00 

 Intense aromas of red fruit on the nose give way to supple and harmonious flavours and a delicate hint of vanilla. 
 
26 CHATEAU DU SEUIL DOMAINE CABERNET SAUVIGNON/ MERLOT         Bottle 28.95 
 Nicola Allison “Vieilles Vignes 2004 (Premieres, Cotes de Bordeaux, France),

 "The Premiere Cote red wine is fruity with soft integrated tannins giving a long fine aftertaste. Emphasis is upon 
 ripe fruit at harvest time and consequently the bouquet is strong and full of character with a deep, intense

 This Shiraz gives increased fruit concentration, with a  little Petit Verdot for colour, body weight and soft tannins. 
  
28 ROCHEBURG,PINOTAGE (Riebeek, Western Cape, South Africa)         Bottle 18.90 
 Sweet red fruits and savoury wild herbs give this wine a punchy palate and an expressive character. 
 
29 TOTARA HILL, PINOT NOIR, (New Zealand)              Bottle 26.00 
 Soft crushed strawberry fruits on the nose. A supple delicate Pinot Noir with good balance. 
 

 DESSERT WINES 
30 LATE HARVEST, SAUVIGNON BLANC     Glass 125ml    6.00    Bottle 18.00 
 (375ml Bottle), (Concha Y Toro, Maule Valley, Chile) 
 An intense scent of honey and vanilla oak is matched by exotic ripe fruit flavours and long sweet finish. 
  
31 MUSCAT DE BEAUMES-DE-VENISE “DOMAINE DE DURBAN”           Bottle 23.90 
 (375ml Bottle), (Rhone Valley, France)  
 Sweet and highly perfumed with lovely honey and orange marmalade fruits. Rich and floral on the finish.
